• University and College Applications: 

• The deadline for Ontario University applications is January 11, 2012. Please review your choices and other 

information online. February 7 is the recommended last date for students to submit all information to the OUAC. 

University and program changes as well as additional active choices must be finalized to be eligible for consid-

eration for early admission. Changes will continue to be accepted and processed by the OUAC after this date. 

Be sure to pay close attention if supplementary information is required by Universities in the next few months. 

• The deadline for Ontario College applications is February 1, 2012. If you need help getting online or filling it 

out, please see Mr. Grootenboer.  Do not wait until the last day!

• If you are planning to apply to Christian Colleges/Universities or any other Colleges/Universities outside of 

Ontario, be sure to complete your application forms and inform Mr. Grootenboer if transcripts need to be sent. 

Pay close attention to the dates!

• Universities and Colleges offer many scholarships that you may qualify for. Check the institutions’ course

• Grade Twelves – Please continue to hand in your Community Service forms at the office as soon as possible.
